GLENBROOK VINTAGE SHOW 6" 7" 8" FEB
2009

A Report from New Zealand by John Couch

The show was held over 3 days, the Friday being a public holiday
(Waitangi day), at the site of Glenbrook vintage railway, with the
tractor and stationary engine side being organized by the Franklin
tractor club.
The showground itself was split in 3 with the tractors, engines,
traction engines and horses at the top in a large field, separated by
a main road, from a field with the cars, motor bikes etc, which in
turn was separated by a main line railway from the Glenbrook
steam railway, which was fine, as long as you remembered to
looked both ways when you crossed either the road or railway.
The show started at 0900 on all 3 days and they were all bright and
sunny. As you came into the tractor field the first thing you saw was
a scissor lift, which you could go up in to view the whole site, ideal
for photography as long as you had the right lens as some of the
exhibits were up to ¥z a mile away!
Just beside the lift were the Clydesdale horses giving ploughing
demonstrations all weekend, in the heat they were only doing a
bout now and again, but the furrows were good and straight. The
stationary engine enclosure had a good selection including mowers,
pumps, chainsaws and of course engines. Most of the engines were
running
although a
couple of hot
bulbs were
struggling to
keep hot
enough with no
load. There was
a nice
Blackstone
running a water
pump most of
the time but the



owner was having trouble keeping the belt on as the wind kept
blowing the water on to it.

The tractor section
was well laid out, with
some working. There
was about an acre of
standing barley that
was being cut
alternately with a
binder and a small
Massey Ferguson
630 combine, they
even managed to
make the 1 acre last
3 days, maybe it was that no one wanted to pick up the barley
sheaves.
There was
also a tin mill
being driven
by a John
Deere working
on and off,
threshing
some wheat
that was
brought in from
a farm down
the road, the
straw from the
mill was swept
down the site by a Farmall B row crop fitted with a hay sweep. The
straw was then forked into an Evona stationary baler being driven
by an 18-36 Hart Parr. The bales being tied with string were sold
straight off the baler and were collected on the Sunday afternoon.
After the combine had been around the field a couple of times, an
international 55T baler being towed by a Farmall H row crop went
round and tided up the straw.



A side of the field was set out for some Cat crawlers mainly D2’s to
do some ploughing, all these activity were organized to run at set
times so that no 2 demonstrations were on at any one time, on
Sunday the ploughing was finished and some rollers, disk harrows,
etc were used by other tractors, and at one time a strange row of
machines moved up the field led by a Cat 20 pulling a flat roll,
followed by a Bulldog with a large set of discs, then my Titan with a
small set of discs, and finally a Power Major with a set of harrows.

On the Friday the Franklin club brought along an Emerson
Brantingham model AA tractor of 1918. The tractor was found in a
swamp near Raglan, 25 years ago by Sid Lequeene who was going
to restore it, but 10 years ago he gave it to the club and when it
arrived it was basically 3 bits, as all the tin, the chassis and the
wheels had rusted away leaving the engine, gearbox, and rad. One
of their members, John Kidd, rebuilt the engine, then restoration
stopped when he died, but eventually it continued when Malcolm
Lumsden took over and he carried on with making a new chassis,
tinwork etc, rebuilding the gearbox, etc and all the other things you
have to do on a rusty hulk including burning a lot of midnight oil to
get it to the show, and it was close as when | was looking at on
Friday, | leant on the front wheel and the paint was still wet! They
drove it round and it did run well, now all they have to do is finish it!

All over the weekend the vintage railway was running, steam hauled
trains giving rides on their 10km of track, these seemed to be full
most of the time, so the weekend must have been a good money
spinner for them. On the Saturday evening a dinner was organized
for the exhibitors and we also got to go on the train, they also took
us on the 1km new line that is not yet in full use. They are going to
extend the line down to Waiuku Harbour which is another 5km and
will make a first class ride, as the line will climb for 4 km up from the
harbour and the engine will sound really good.

The site also had several traction engines running round either
doing public steering or giving trailer rides.

All in all it was a very good show, the only problem for me was after
packing up, driving the truck for 5 hours to get home.

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THE WORST STARTING
FIELD MARSHALL IN ESSEX!
A story from David Hunt and a lesson learned.

When my late father bought Brazen Head Farm in 1957 the
hedges around all the fields had been badly neglected, and
extended into the fields by about twelve feet. A bulldozer was
brought in to try to get the field border hedges back to the correct
width for efficient farming. This method was not entirely successful
as the larger roots tended to break off and leave about fifty percent
of the root in the ground. On a neighbouring farm my father noticed
some stumps that had been pulled out using a tractor and winch.
This method seemed much more successful as about ninety-five
percent of the roots were extracted in this way. After seeing this

father decided to
buy a contractor’s
Field Marshall and
winch to do the
root pulling.

Early in 1959
my father went to a
sale in Long
Green, Cressing,
Braintree held by
the late Mr.
Stanley Smith who
was downsizing
his threshing
business. (By 1959 threshing was getting a very limited trade as the
combines took over). At the auction my father bought a 1948 Series
Il contractor’s Field Marshall. He paid £50 for it. (The other tractor
sold was a Fordson E27N with lights, self-starter, and Hesford
winch, this made £45 and was bought by a local timber merchant).
The Marshall was towed back to our farm and pushed into a barn.
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By the time we went to use the tractor it had stood for about
two months. The first time we attempted to start it, it started, ran for
about forty seconds and then just stopped firing and the engine
came to a halt. It did the same thing for the next three times, but on
the fifth time the tractor kept going and seemed to run well.

We used the tractor that summer on a Massey Harris 70l baler,
and baled several fields of wheat straw with it. In the warm summer
weather the tractor would start after two or three goes, and once
running it did not give any more trouble for the rest of the day. After
lunch it would always start at the first go.

When the winter came and we starting using it for root pulling,
it soon became obvious that the tractor had a major starting
problem. On a cold morning it would take on average thirteen crank
ups before the tractor would keep running. Because of this our men
were completely exhausted before they started any other work for
the day. Once running the tractor was very successful at the job it
was bought for, and after about four years my father and his men
got the farm hedge rows back to the correct width, but the starting
problem tried everybody’s patience and one of our men suggested
that the tractor wanted driving down to Southend pier and pushing
of the end into the sea.

By the time | left agricultural college and came to work on the
farm in 1970 the tractor was occasionally used for rolling seed beds
in the spring and carting four wheel trailer loads of potatoes of the
fields, but it was always a struggle to start the tractor. We learned
In later years this tractor had always had a bad reputation for
starting when used by Mr. Smith for threshing. An extra man would
have to be sent out with the threshing gang to help get it started.
Once the Marshall was running he would get on his bike to travel to
another farm in the area where his usual gang were working.

Over the years many people came up with ideas why the
tractor was so much trouble to start. The most suggested answer
was once the tractor stopped firing, push the decompression valve
lever for a few revolutions, let it out and the tractor will start to fire
again. This solution works with most Marshalls, but was no help at
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all with this one. Another suggestion was the reed valves (the non
return valves) which let the air into the crank case were faulty. The
air filter system was removed and inspected and the reed valves
were all in fine working order.

The workshop Forman at a local agricultural engineers
seemed to think the combustion chamber (pepper pot) was cracked
or completely broken. The cylinder head was removed but the
combustion chamber was fine. Another suggestion was that one or
more of the piston rings might be cracked. The exhaust manifold
was removed and the engine was turned until all piston rings were
opposite the exhaust ports. Pressure was applied to each ring
individually and all the rings appeared to spring back when the
pressure was released indicating that the piston rings were alright.

A retired agricultural fitter who had spent a lot of his life
working on Marshall VF crawlers thought it might be the non return
oil valve in the bottom of the crankcase letting oil back into the
crankcase as the piston went up onto compression and then being
scavenged up into the cylinder when the piston came back down,
stopping the engine from firing until it was warm enough to combust
the oil. The valve was taken to pieces and found to be in good
working order. Another Field Marshall enthusiast who owned
several Field Marshalls including a Series I, Il, Il and a model M
thought the engine must be completely worn out for the engine to
be this bad to start. | completely discarded this theory as it took two
men to crank start it in cold weather and once the engine was
running it appeared to have plenty of power.

In 1986 | went to the Royal Show with my local agricultural
machinery representative and we visited the Track Marshall stand.
There, over a cup of tea, he introduced me to Major Henry Marshall.
In the course of our conversation | mentioned to him that | had a
Field Marshall tractor that was a very bad starter and did he have
any ideas what the trouble might be? Major Marshall was very
helpful, but he explained that his knowledge of the Field Marshall
wheel tractor was rather limited as much of the development work
of the tractor was done when he was away fighting in the Second
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World War. He did say, however, the man to see about my
problem, was Mr. Robert H. Crawford, the agricultural engineer
farmer and Field Marshall specialist from Frithville. Lincolnshire In
2001 a friend of mine was looking for a second hand Leyland Diesel
tractor. Looking through the adverts for second hand tractors we
saw Mr. Crawford had one advertised so we took a ride up to
Frithville to have a look at it. On arrival we were met by Mr.
Crawford and his tractor Salesman . While my friend was looking at
the Leyland tractor | got into conversation with Mr. Crawford, and
mentioned that | had a Field Marshall Series Il that was very difficult
to start. | told him all about the starting characteristics of the tractor,
especially how bad it was to start in cold weather. Mr. Crawford
said it certainly seemed that my tractor’s trouble was a leaking air
seal (this is always trouble with any sort of two stroke engine when
you come to start it). He explained to me that the main air seal leak
was causing the tractor to loose crank case compression which in
turn leads to cylinder loss of compression, causing the to stop firing.
He said the reason the tractor did eventually start and run well was
that oil eventually covered the air leak so the engine could
scavenge properly keeping the crank case and cylinder
compression well up. He told me to turn the engine over slowly
when cold and listen down the open pipe on top of the air filter. If
you could hear whistling this meant the air seal on the flywheel side
of the tractor was leaking. Another test he suggested when the
engine was cold start was to start the engine with the olil filler cap
removed and before the engine had a chance to stop firing look
down inside and see if you can see air bubbles blowing up inside.
When | got home both these tests were tried and sure enough
when turning the cold engine over faint whistling was heard coming
up from the oil filter pipe and when started from cold, air bubbles
were visible in the oil chamber. To cure this problem a major
engine strip down was needed. In the winter of 2005/2006 |
decided to take the tractor engine to pieces and locate the trouble.
The cylinder head was removed along with the air filter system
assembly, the big end nuts and bolts were taken out so the piston
and conrod could be taken out the end of the cylinder. The main
crankshaft journal appeared to be a bit rough and slightly pitted, so |
knew then the crank shaft would have to be ground. Some large
key extractors were borrowed; the starting dog was taken of the
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flywheel, the keys extracted and the flywheel manoeuvred off. Next
the large plate behind the flywheel on the oil sump was removed
together with the main oil seal. The fuel pump was removed next
followed by the driving cam for the pump, and the cog which drives
the fuel pump. The oil sump which was also the bearing retaining
housing was removed next, and the reason for all the years of

bad starting became visible

The tractor is an early Series Il which, when built, had a roller
bearing main on the pulley side and a ball bearing main on the
flywheel side. Before the tractor was very old the ball bearing main
on these machines were very prone to failure, and had to be
changed back to a roller bearing (like the Series I). The old bearing
had been removed and the new roller bearing had been fitted very
roughly. It had obviously been knocked on with a hammer and
punch but the fitter who fitted it was not very careful and several
times he had missed the bearing and hit the shaft causing slight
burring on the shaft. The springs and the bronze air seal ring had
been pushed back on but would not slide easily on the shaft due to
the burrs. The bearing housing was replaced but the air seal ring
would not spring forward and form a seal on the inside of the
bearing housing. This was the air leak which caused all the years
of bad starting. We very carefully filed the burrs off the shaft and
removed the air seal ring. If this had been done about 48 years
before when the tractor was put back together, all the bad starting
and bad temperedness would never have happened.

The crank shaft main journal needed regrinding and an
undersized bearing was needed, so it was decided to strip the
tractor. The pulley and clutch were removed from the opposite end
of the crank shaft, the bearing housing unbolted, and the whole
crank shaft was drawn out. The balance weights were then
removed and the main bearings carefully driven off the shaft.

There appeared to be a certain amount of wear in the cylinder,
so the front axle were taken off, and the cylinder block was unbolted
from the crank case and lifted off.

We took the crank shaft cylinder block and the flywheel
cylinder housing (sump housing) together with the air seal ring to
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Mr. Crawford’s at Frithville. The crank shaft was reground and a
new undersized big end bearing was supplied together with one
new main roller bearing. The air seal was then tidied up and Mr.
Crawford’s men ground it in on the housing to make sure a good
seal of air was obtained this time.

When measured the cylinder block had about 009 thou of wear
in it(a rebore is advised when wear reaches about 0I8 thou), but we
thought whilst we had the tractor dismantled we might as well have
it rebored and a new piston and rings supplied. Mr. Crawford and
his men were very helpful and gave us a lot of advice on
reassembling the tractor.

In May 2006 we reassembled the tractor which took about two
days, once together, Mr Crawford told us to centre the crank shaft
as it was too stiff to turn over. This was done using a block of wood
and a big hammer blow on each end. The crankshaft then turned
very easily. When the new piston and rings and cylinder head were
replaced the engine turned quite easily, but it was obvious that it
was too tight to handle start. | decided it was not a good idea to
cartridge start a fully reconditioned engine so we decided to belt
start it with a Fordson Major diesel tractor and a threshing drum
belt. The ignition paper was lit and the decompression lever was
held in and released when the engine had a good turn of speed.
When the valve was released, the Marshall started and ran very
smoothly. The tractor was driven around for a few miles but the
throttle was never pulled back more than half way.

The tractor, when warm, can now be handle started, but when
cold it has to be started with the belt. It never stops firing and
comes to a halt so | think | can safely say that our forty-seven years
of torment by the Marshall are over.

I'd like to thank Mr. Crawford and his men for all the help and
advice they gave us to get the Marshall back to starting like it
should do.

This year | shall take it to some ploughing matches and some
vintage machinery working days with a Ransomes 2 furrow plough
and gently run the tractor in.

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Use Of Red Diesel and TVO (see editorial)

Federation of British Historic Vehicle Clubs Ltd (FBHVC)

Recent specialist press articles have speculated that HM Revenue
and Customs may be tightening up on the use of rebated diesel
(commonly referred to as red diesel because of the dye in the fuel
used to distinguish it from road fuel on which full duty has been
paid). The rules for the use of red diesel are coveredin HM R & C
Notice 75 dated December 2002 (when it was still HM Customs and
Excise). FBHVC is not aware of any change since then, although it
Is known that HM R & C has been considering changes to the
categories of vehicle that may use rebated diesel as part of the
process of applying to EU to continue the derogation that allows UK
to rebate tax on fuels used for certain purposes — the present
derogation expires later this year.

At present, the circumstances in which rebated fuel may be used on
roads maintained at public expense are very limited and (save for
snow ploughs and road construction machinery) are based on the
principle that it may be used only in vehicles whose travel on roads
Is both limited and incidental to the primary purpose of the use of
the machine. As far as tractors are concerned, they may use
rebated fuel only if they are never used on the road or if their use on
the road is limited only to travel for the purpose of agriculture or
forestry. If they are licensed with DVLA as anything other than an
agricultural machine, they must use un-rebated fuel both on and off
the road. No tractor may be licensed as an agricultural machine
unless it is used solely for the purposes of agriculture, horticulture
or forestry.

Use of red diesel in road runs or for driving to sh OWS IS
thus illegal.
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The same applies to ploughing matches. HM R & C consider that a
ploughing match is primarily a leisure activity so state that rebated
diesel may not be used for this purpose: they also point out that
such a match gives rise to many more journeys on the road than is
necessary simply for the purpose of agriculture. Use of rebated fuel
during a ploughing match is legal, but only if the tractor concerned
Is not licensed, or is licensed as an agricultural machine. The
advice must be that those who drive preserved tractors that are in
the historic vehicle taxation class on the road should use full duty-
paid fuel at all times; conversely, if rebated fuel is used, the tractor
should not be licensed and should never be used on the road.

There is a clear problem here for tractors using tractor vaporising oil
(TVO) as all TVO is rebated. That in turn means that it should only
be used on the road when the tractor is licensed (and used) as an
agricultural machine. We are seeking advice from HM R & C for
owners of such machines, as the logical extension of this is that no
TVO tractor that is licensed for road use may be used at all, which
is clearly unreasonable. The general licence, obtained by FBHVC in
1991, to mix rebated fuels (such as kerosene) with petrol in the
tanks of pre-1940 vehicles cannot be used as justification for use of
TVO in tractors.
