called Google. editor.)
and discovered a very
useful chap called "Win"
atL & S Engineering at
Walsall, West Midlands.

Win supplied the
brand new rubber parts,
while Daniel and | went
on a visit to Needham
Market where we met a
great guy call Dave
Vicarage, a very keen
person who has since
helped in many ways
including checking over the old worm drive gearbox.

The “D” in many ways was proving to be, | think the term
is "knackered" So to our next journey which was down to Kent to
buy a donor engine (again via eBay!)

The only problem was that when we got it home we discovered that
it was a reverse rotation engine which was originally fitted into a
Winget cement mixer.
