From the Editor. 
 
The need for “new blood” to serve on the committee has been a 
topic of debate within the Society for a very long time but, attracting 
members with a new vision and ambition for the future has proved 
very difficult. However, at the 2009 AGM an enthusiastic younger 
member came forward, and was voted on to committee and served 
throughout the year but, failed to gain sufficient votes from the 
members attending this year’s AGM on 27th January and 
subsequently, is extremely disappointed to no longer be a 
committee member. 

 
Did the loss of the position result from the members believing he 
had contributed very little to the Society or, was it because the 
voting system is a lottery and not a democratic process?   

 
The voting system used at present relies totally on the system of 
nominated member’s names being put into a pot then drawn out 
and written on to a board in the order they happen to be drawn.  No 
matter what, when it comes to the members vote it is almost a 
certainty that the first ten on the board will form the next committee 
with the odd exception of the occasional very long established 
name; a relatively new name being drawn out as number eleven or 
more stands little chance of being elected.  
To me this is not a reliable system and should change but, if I am to 
criticize the present electoral system I believe I should have a 
proposal for something better.  

 
Before the 2009 AGM I made representation requesting that each 
candidate stood up and introduced themselves and, if they wished, 
tell the meeting a little about who they are and why they believe 
they could benefit the Society, I believe this was one small step 
towards an improvement in the system. Sadly this did not happen in 
2010.  
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Having the candidates introduce themselves may help the members 
who are actually in the hall but typically this is likely to only be 
perhaps fifty people, the Society has a membership of 360 (as of 
31.12.09) and therefore if we are to become more democratic then 
all 360 must be given a real chance to place a meaningful vote. All 
members have the opportunity to attend the AGM but it is a fact the 
membership is very widely spread around the country and many are 
just not able to attend but must surely still have the opportunity to 
vote.      
 
I have proposed that those members wishing to stand for office 
come forward by the middle of November and prepare a profile of 
themselves outlining details of “who what and why” which could be 
included in the December magazine and thus circulated to the 
complete membership. A voting form could then be produced 
containing all names; this form could either be posted back or 
retained for use at the AGM. To get away from the “first ten on the 
list” syndrome it would be possible to produce the same list of 
names in several different orders to be included with the magazine 
and inserted at random.    
 
The change would allow all members to vote and it could also save 
a lot of paper shuffling at the AGM.  
 
There may be other solutions to the problem and if there is then let 
them all be considered but whatever happens we need to move 
away from the presently doubtful system. 
 
On the positive side we have gained Ron Fellgett as a Committee 
Member who many of you know to be an enthusiastic and 
knowledgeable tractor man. Ron also has experience of organizing 
events and for several years has been responsible for the annual 
Waldringfield tractor road run and rally. Welcome to the Committee, 
I feel sure you will be a real asset to the Society.

A youngster asked the other day,' what was your favourite fast food 
when you were growing up? 'We didn't have fast food when I was 
growing up', I informed him. All the food was slow.' 'C'mon, 
seriously, where did you eat?' 'It was a place called at home' I 
explained I 
'Mum cooked every day and when Dad got home from work we sat 
down together at the dining room table, and if I didn't like what she 
put on my plate I was allowed to sit there until I did like it.' 
By this time the kid was laughing so hard I was afraid he was going 
to suffer serious internal damage, so I didn't tell him the part about 
how I had to have permission to leave the table. 
 
But here are some other things I would have told him about my 
childhood if I thought his system could have handled it. 
 
Some parents never owned their own house, wore jeans, set foot 
on a golf course, had holidays abroad or had a car, or had a credit 
card. 
My parents never drove me to school, I had a bicycle that weighed 
probably 50 pounds, and only had one gear (slow) 
 
I remember we had a television which was really a piece of polished 
furniture, the screen seemed about 6" square (that is 150mm in new 
money, and yes we had to learn decimalisation as we  
used money in £.s.d.) It was of course, black and white, and the 
station went off the air at midnight, after playing the national anthem 
and a poem about God: it came back on the air at about 6a.m. And 
there was usually a locally produced news and farm show on, 
featuring local people... 
 
I never had a television in my room. The only phone was a party 
line, before you could dial, you had to listen and make sure some 
people you didn't know weren't already using the line. 
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Pizzas were not delivered to our home, but milk was. We had 
regular visits by the Rag ‘n Bone man and the Knife sharpener. 
 
Film stars kissed with their mouths shut; at least they did in the 
films. We used to go to Saturday morning pictures for 6d. There 
were no movie ratings because all films were responsibly produced 
for everyone to enjoy viewing, without profanity or violence or most 
anything offensive. 
 
If you grew up in a generation before there was fast food, you may 
want to share some of these memories with your children or 
grandchildren. Just don't blame me if they fall about laughing. 
 
My first burger was a 'Wimpy' .however you had to sit down on a 
chair at a table. Then a waitress asked you politely "what you would 
like". Your food was brought to you on a plate and you were also 
provided with a knife and fork. But the strange thing is...you paid for 
it after you had eaten it!!! 
 
Growing up isn't what it used to be, is it? 
 
How many do you remember? 
Headlight dip switches on the floor. Ignition switches were on the 
dashboard and there was a magazine or map shelf underneath. 
Using Hand signals on cars without indicators or little arms that 
came out of the door pillars called Trafficators'. You had to pull the 
'Choke' out to start the engine. 
 
MOT's hadn't been invented. One licence covered everything on 
wheels.  
Bicycle clips for bicycles without chainguards, soldering irons you 
heated on a gas ring or open fire. 
 
Wolsey, Riley, Austin, Morris, Triumph, Vanden Plas, Humber , 
Singer,   Simca, Wartburg   Motor Cars, 
Triumph, BSA, Matchless, AJS, Arial, Vincent, Greeves, were the 
Motor cycles which everyone rode and many had sidecars,  
  
 These memories were some of the best parts of my life.

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The Story of a Emigrant Tangye Pump   
 

 
This story started about 25years ago, I had to go to a works to help 
with a job, while I was there at lunch time I got talking to some of 
the workers on the site and the conversation got around to old 
tractors etc. (how unusual !) One of the maintenance engineers said 
why not come with me after lunch and have a look at our 2 sludge 
pumps you might find them interesting. 
 
After lunch we walked down to one of the large buildings on site, as 
we went in through the door I could hear the sound of gears 
grinding and the familiar clank of a piston pump. We went down 
stairs into the basement and there were 2 horizontal Tangye pumps 
working away, they looked a little sad, with their glands leaking and 
lacking grease etc. I mentioned that they would look nice cleaned 
up on a trolley as an exhibit at a rally, and I was told that they were 
coming out as part of a major redevelopment of the works, so why 
don’t I ask if I can have one. 
 
I made some enquiries and after the question had passed up 
through several layers of management and back down again I was 
told I could have one when they came out and the other would be 
painted and plinthed by the main gate. The new pumps were to be 
installed in about 6 weeks and after trials the Tangyes were coming 
out. 
 
Getting back to my local workshop I waited for a call to collect the 
pump. After about 4 months I had heard nothing, as is normal with 
these things, and I had to go back to the site again, and whilst there 
I enquired how the changeover was going, and was told that the 
new pumps were put in and run for a while but they would not do 
the job as well as the Tangyes so they were taken out and sent 
back and the Tangyes were going to be overhauled and left where 
they were. Slightly disappointed that I wouldn’t be getting the pump 
then, I was pleased that these old pumps were going to carry on 
working and hadn't been improved on yet. 
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Like a dog that smelt a bone, I wasn’t going to forget about it. Every 
time I went to the site I enquired about the pumps (as you do) and 
heard that they were still working well. 
 
As time went on I started my own business (M&C Engineering) and 
although I didn’t forget about them I didn’t go to the site as often but 
still kept inquiring when I got the chance. 
 
Things have a strange way of happening, Eric the engineer who 
overhauled the Tangyes took early retirement, and in about 1996 
ended up working for me, over time we often used to talk about 
them,  Eric then retired from M&C. During this time I still kept talking 
to people about the pumps, nearly all of the original staff including 
the managers at the works had either retired or left, so I had to keep 
introducing myself to different people.  
 
In 2005 we decided to emigrate to NZ so after getting the 
paperwork sorted we had to arrange the sale of the house and 
business, as all this was going on I still had to run M&C, as a result 
I was at the site where the Tangyes were, chatting to the 
maintenance engineer looking at a job I was quoting for and I 
happened to mention the pumps and the arrangement I had come 
to all those years ago. 
We had a moving company arranged to move the furniture and the 
titan to NZ which was leaving at the end of August 2006. At the end 
of June I received a phone call from the maintenance engineer to 
say if I wanted the pumps I had 2 weeks to get them out! 
Sudden panic, the sale of M&C was going through, so I left James 
and Richard (the new owners) in charge and went to site and 
started removing the 2 pumps (news travels fast, as we hadn’t been 
there long when we looked up through the opening and there was 
Eric with his camera come to watch his old pumps coming out) it 
took us 3 days to remove them both from the basement, and clear 
up. Then I had 2 pumps to move from site, what to do with the 
second?   I suddenly thought about Nick Smith and his small 
museum, it’s near Chelmsford where the pumps have spent all their 
life, so that’s where one went. 
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We got the second pump back to the yard where we sandblasted it 
and gave it a coat of red oxide, with 2 weeks to spare before it went 
into the container for a long sea voyage. 
In November 2006 the container landed at Tauranga (NZ), and was 
unloaded at the docks, everything was trucked here and the pump 
parts were put around the barn. 
Having taken the titan to several shows around and about I am 
often asked to leave it running as it gives the public something to 
look at, which is fine, but I feel it is better for it to do something, so I 
thought I will have to do something with the Tangye. 
If you have a pump you need to be able to move it so the first job 
was to make a trolley, and a trolley needs wheels. Old wheels here 
are difficult to find especially a set of 4, and they need to be fairly 
wide as the pump and trolley weighs 2.2ton and you don’t want it to 
sink in the ground! So to the scrap yard to buy an offcut of 500mm 
dia. steel pipe which I cut into 4 rings 150mm long and welded in 

spokes and 
machined the 
wheels. 
 After the trolley 
was made from 
some old 6”x3” 
channel it was all 
painted so I had 
somewhere to put 
the pump as I 
restored it. The 
first job was to 
dismantle it, the 
crank and valves 

were already out, so all I had to do was split it and start cleaning. 
After I had removed the rust from the cross head and slides, I did 
some measuring and found the slides were tapered nearly a1/4” 
and the cross head was also tapered. Fortunately the slides are 
cylindrical so it was just a matter of boring them out! The problem 
was that the slides are all part of the crank case, fortunately I have 
acquired a fairly large lathe, be it pre war.  I found that if I removed 
the compound slide and tool post, turned the crankcase upside 
down, I could fit a large boring bar (3ft long) in the chuck and bore it 
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out. This I did with the aid of my Ford 4000 and front end loader. 
Each cut took 3/4hr and I ended up taking out ¼” to get it true. 

 Then I 
machined the 
cross head 
wearing  
surfaces to 
make them true 
(by holding the 
piston shaft).  I  
acquired some 
50mmx12mm 
flat brass and 
rolled it to the 
diameter of the 

cross head. The brass was then screwed and bonded to the 
wearing surfaces and machined true. The small end also needed 
attention as the gudgeon pin had been loose in the cross head. I 
bored out the cross head and made a new pin (13/4” dia.), then 
bored the existing small end bush to suit. 
So far so good, next it was the turn of the cylinder, which was rusty 
and scored; I 
borrowed a gut 
buster from a friend, 
turned an old 
wooden gate post to 
suit the bore, fitted a 
spindle, covered the 
outside with emery 
strip and cleaned up 
the bore. The leather 
cup washers were 
still good but hard, so 
I soaked them in neat’s-foot oil for a few weeks which softened 
them up. 
The 2 parts were now put together, cleaned and painted (primer, 
undercoat, 2 top coats) when all was dry I mounted it onto the 
trolley, squared it and bolted it down. After a bit of effort I managed 
to fit the piston, cross head and conrod, now for the fun, to fit the 
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crankshaft.  First the journals had to be derusted and polished, 
easily done, and they were in surprisingly good condition hardly 
oval at all. 
I cleaned all of the bearing shells (all cast brass) and put it together, 
although the shaft wasn’t worn, the shells were, but only in one 
direction so by machining along the split edge I managed to tighten 
the shells to an acceptable level of approx. 25thou.gap. The reason 
for the wear on the shells? I found that the grease had gone hard in 
the staufers and pipe, so had not got to the journal.  
The cross shaft was now to be fitted but first I had to remove the 
pulley, the pump was driven by an electric motor,  so had a V pulley 
which is not all that good if you are going to drive it with a tractor. A 
year or so ago I went to a fellow collector, and saw a brand new 1m 
dia crowned flat split pulley leaning against a shed wall so I 
arranged a swap with the V pulley. After I removed the gib head key 
the pulley came off easily, I then made a split bush and fitted the flat 
pulley. The cross shaft was then fitted and all ran freely. 
It was then a case of cleaning and fitting all of the original pipe work 
including the 2 surge vessels, which are one piece cast iron and 
require the front end loader to lift. As part of the pipe work there is a 
safety valve, which is 4”, the rest of the pipe work is 6”. 
I had a tank made (which I persuaded Gayle to buy me for a 
birthday present) and then fabricated the remainder of the pipe 
work to connect to the tank. 
It was then time to sort out the valves, 2 inlet 2 discharge as the 
pump is double acting, some of them needed new rubber faces, (I 
would imagine the original ones were leather) these were fitted and 
the valve chest boxed up. Time for more paint which takes time 
especially as it was done outside, and the sun was so bright it was 
difficult to see where you had been, the worst was the top coat of 
green. 
 
Now it was time to give it a run, but I needed a belt , problem, so I 
asked around , and a friend who has moved here from South Africa 
had one which he was given before he left SA to come here. 
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So it was all connected up, filled with water and run, after tightening 
up the gland and making a few adjustments it all went well. Several 
people saw it when it was running and thought it looked the part. I 
haven’t taken it out to a show yet, but its first outing should be on 
28/2/2010 at the Rotorua tractor club live day. I have several shows 

to go to before 
that but it 
depends if they 
have a loading 
ramp and a water 
supply to fill it. 
 So now you 
have it, an 
American tractor 
sent new to the 
UK in the first war 
and spent all its 
working life in 

Hertfordshire, driving a British pump that spent all its working life 
pumping sludge in Chelmsford, connected with a belt that came 
from South Africa, all in New Zealand.
