THE BAREFOOT COLLECTION

From John Couch in New Zealand

The “Barefoot” collection of vintage tractors is well known amongst
New Zealand tractor enthusiasts, but how did it start? | spoke with
Jim (“Barefoot”) Richardson to learn the story behind one of the
largest tractor collections here.

Jim was brought up on his father’s dairy farm near Edgecumbe, and
from an early age he enjoyed helping around the farm driving
tractors, feeding-out, etc. alongside his brother and sisters. His
choice of career decided, he started working on the farm and
eventually became a share-milker for his father.
To do the
feeding-out Jim
drove an
International
275, but it got to
the stage where
he needed
another tractor
as it was taking
too much time
changing
machinery
around. So he
bought an old
petrol Farmall B
which, like a lot of old tractors at the time (1960s), was cheap. He
then modified it to do what he wanted, fitting it out for calf feeding
and spraying ragwort. He fitted another pulley on the fan for driving
a diaphragm pump, and a tank on the opposite side to the driver;
when they were calf feeding they just changed over the tanks, etc. —
this tractor is still on the farm. He modified the brakes so that he
had a lever like a car hand-brake, and one day when he was
spraying on the hills the brake let go and the tractor went on its own
down the hill, which was more like a cliff, jumped 2 tracks and
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knocked down 3 fences before coming to rest on top of some scrub,
still running. Jim was using a lance with a 600 psi hose wrapped
around his shoulders. It pulled the lance off the end of the hose as
it went. He has said he wouldn’t do that again!

At the time he had a cousin farming at Taneatua and they used to
buy tractors and when they got tired of them they would swap. He
belonged to the Young Farmers Club and they held fund-raisers by
collecting scrap metal and selling it. About 10% of the scrap was
old tractors, so if they were any good, Jim would keep the tractor
and give the Club the money. The tractors being purchased were
all old post-war, and as there were no collectors as such in the
North Island (most clubs are 20-30 years old), no one wanted them;
there were clubs and collectors in the South Island at that time — the
oldest started in 1959 — but the preservation movement was very
much in its infancy even there.

He first started collecting Internationals, because like a lot of us, he
collected what his father had used. At that time he was buying
perhaps 4-5 tractors a year; some he sold, some were kept. A few
other people were showing a little interest in old tractors at this time
but the majority of old tractors were either going for scrap or to the
tractor dismantlers. Jim thought this was a shame and started to
cultivate the scrap dealers, who themselves were not too pleased to
be actually
scrapping
these old
tractors,
especially
the older
pre-war
models.
Jim came
to an
agreement
with
several
scrap
dealers in

RUMLEY, OIL PULL, 16-30H (heavy
weight) 1918-20, at Whakatane show
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that he would look at their tractors and if he actually wanted them
he would buy the tractors at just above scrap price.

In 1980 the world ploughing championships took place near
Christchurch (they are taking place there again in Easter 2010) and
Jim wanted to go, but as he was shy and retiring at the time (he has
changed a little since then), he did not have the courage to go by
himself. The championships did bring a lot of visitors to New
Zealand and encouraged more interest in old tractors generally.

In 1981 Jim
went to his
first auction
that included
a few old
tractors at
Dannevirke,
but
unfortunately
he was

BRITISH WALLIS, mid 1920’s, unlucky with
(just arrived from Australia) a few of the

tractors, as
he missed out on a British Wallis, a Twin City and a Titan. He did
get a Fordson N Leopard. Word soon got around after that that Jim
was collecting odd, old tractors. He soon found out that if someone
had a lot of tractors, that had probably been on a farm together and
offered them to him, it was better to offer a reasonable price and
take the lot, rather than argue the price over the few he actually
wanted. After this he bought a collection out of Hastings that
included a Hart Parr 18-36, a McCormick-Deering 15-30, a Fordson,
an American Wallis and a Massey Harris 4-wheel drive, amongst
others.

Most of his Lanz tractors came from the South Island, but the Lanz

L he bought in Whangarei, north of Auckland in 1987. He had been

to a show in Whakatane on the Saturday, and then left in a ute and

trailer to collect the Lanz on the Sunday afternoon. By the Monday
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afternoon he had loaded it up and was tying it down when the chap
he bought it from went inside to have a rest as he was not feeling
too well. A couple of minutes later he came back out and said the 3
o’clock news had just been on and there had been an earthquake
(the most powerful shock being 6.3) at Edgecumbe; they couldn’t
contact anyone and nobody knew anything. So Jim finished tying
down and headed home. He stayed the night at a friend’s but could
not find out anything. On Tuesday when he made it home, the
badly damaged village of Edgecumbe was shut off by the Police,
but fortunately no one had been killed. When he got back to the
farm he looked around and saw that a cart shed that had about 60
restored tractors in it was still standing, but the tractors had all
moved forwards 6 feet. There was a clear gap behind them; the
only one that was damaged was a Ford-Ferguson which could not
get past a steel staunching, and the tractor behind it had pushed it
forward and bent the bonnet and radiator. The tractor is still the
same today, as Jim decided not to repair it.

In 1989 New Zealand celebrated 100 years of the tractor; this
resulted in several shows around the country that brought out a lot
of rare and unseen tractors, some of which have not been seen
since. Jim was asked to take some to the big show in the Waikato,
so he organised to take some by truck, and some he drove. The
ones he drove with the aid of a few friends went to a show in
Rotorua a few weeks before. On the way to the show a friend who
was driving an International diesel WD40 which has a high top gear
(12 mph) picked up a German hitch-hiker, and took him over the
Rotoma hills. When he got to the other side the hitch-hiker said
“I've been all over the world hitch-hiking and this is the first time on
a tractor. | will get off here and get something faster.” Then one
weekend, between the two shows (which were 6 weeks apart), they
drove the tractors across to Cambridge, a distance of about 100 km.
One of the tractors was an old Field Marshal, Kerry Hopkinson, the
chap who was driving it (who also forgot to put it into top gear for
most of the way) was going to stay with some relatives. When he
got there, he knocked on the door and his young niece took one
look at him and shouted “Mum, there is a black man out here!”
They would not let him in until he had degreased himself.
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Altogether Jim took 18 tractors to that show, a job he says he would
not be in too much of a hurry to repeat, as they drove the tractors a
distance of 200 km to get to the show. They then brought them
back on a truck — | can’t imagine why!

During 1989 Jim went to the South Island several times, and on the
way back he often called into a museum north of Wellington to look
at their collection of tractors. It was basically a car museum, but
they had some un-restored tractors in a shed at the back, as the
owner had collected tractors before changing to collecting cars, but
he never did any up. On one visit when he arrived, the Manager
said to Jim, “You know where they are, go and have a look. | will be
there soon.” When the Manager arrived Jim mentioned that he
wouldn’t mind buying a few of the tractors, or even buying the whole
lot; he didn’t
want them
all but he
would buy
them. The
Manager
said, “well,
put a value
on them.”

AVERY, MODEL 12-25, 1912-

So Jim and his friend went through them all and

valued them. When they had finished they gave the Manger a list
and after looking though it, the Manager said “Are they worth that
much”? The list was then pinned up in the workshop where they
restored the cars for the Museum. The list stayed there for several
years. One day Jim got a call and was asked if he still wanted
them. He said “Yes.” The Museum

Management had a meeting and 2 weeks later he got a call to say
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“they are yours”. The list of tractors included a Titan, which took a
day to get going; a Hart Parr with a cracked block; a Fordson N; a
Massey Harris 4-wheel drive; a 12-20 cross motor Case; a Samson
sieve grip, plus a whole lot more. When they went to collect the 3"
load he was asked if he would like to buy the Avery that stood down
the end, which was not in the original deal. A price was agreed and
a 4" load was organised. The Avery was loaded with an
International W12 on the back of the trailer.

Jim has since collected a considerable number of tractors. | asked
him how many, and he said he thinks about 300, with a little effort
most would go as some haven't run for 20 years. Lately he has
been specialising in Olivers and Oliver Same; again the rare and
unusual models, like the Oliver with a 3208 V8 Cat engine, and one
with a 2-stroke GM. He has also collected a few 4-wheel drive
tractors like the Dexter, a Ferguson 35 and International 444 and
634.

A few years ago a museum was having a clear-out and offered him
half a Sanderson. He knew of the whereabouts of some more parts
so he got both lots, and put all he had together. Last year a friend
found parts on an engine in someone’s garden, so one day he may
have a complete tractor. He acquired an Qil Pull on a series of
pallets which now runs and we recently load tested it. It runs well,
but needs some work on the carburettor.

Now Jim has people from all over the world come to visit and have
a look round — occasionally even busloads. He now spends most of
his time restoring; at the time of writing he is working on a British
Wallis and an Advance semi diesel, both of which came from
Australia. Next week he will go to Auckland to pick up a Nuffield
petrol 3 wheel row crop to restore.
