FMPS Long Melford Rally:

The Farm Machinery Preservation Society’s rally was held on 2" &
3rd July in the stunning grounds of Melford Hall. The society was
formed in 1968 following the successful Sudbury Mammoth Old
Time Rally of 1966 so it could be said to predate Great Dorset.

The weather was kind and the crowds flocked in and as always
there were several unusual exhibits for example a very rare Stock
Motorflug RA of 1927
that was part of the
excellent tractor
section of over 150
entries and how often
do you see a 1952
Caterpillar DW 21
motor scraper being
driven round the ring?
This one owned, by C
A Blackwell from new,
Stock Motorflug had been through
their workshops and

converted back to
donkey engine starting.
There was a Ford and
Fordson Association
stand displaying a good
selection of members’
tractors, perhaps the
star of which was a
Roadless Ploughmaster
95 owned by Ken
Kinsey.
