A little information about this pioneering tractor that
celebrates its 50th anniversary in 2008.

Development

During the 1950s farmers in the United Kingdom in need of high power
tractors had few options. Essex farmer George Pryor developed an
ingenious solution to the problem by creating his own tractor. He did
this by purchasing two Fordson tractors, removing the front wheels and
axles and linking the two by means of a turntable which provided the
steering action powered by hydraulic rams. This left him with a double
engined four wheel drive tractor capable of producing more power and
outperforming any of the conventional tractors on the UK market at the
time.

Commercial production

Local
Fordson
dealers
Ernest Doe &
Sons agreed
to build an
improved
version; the
first one was
completed in
1958 and
called the
Doe Dual
Power, later
changed to

Doe Dual Drive and abbreviated to Triple-D.



Triple D continued.

The first Doe Triple-D used two Fordson Power Major units producing
100 hp (70 kW), the later Triple-D 130 used two Ford Workmaster
tractors increasing the power output to over 130 hp (97 kW) and the
Triple-D 150 was based on Ford Force tractors producing 150 hp
(112 kKW).

The vast majority of Triple-Ds were sold in the UK, but a number were
exported to
the United
States and
elsewhere.

Disadvantages

The main disadvantage with the Triple-D was the lack of suitable
implements for such a powerful tractor, this meant that Ernest Doe &
Sons also had to develop and build a range of implements to sell with
the tractors.

Other disadvantages stemmed from the use of two engines, this made
controlling the tractor more difficult because of the need for two
gearboxes. There were two engines and gearboxes to maintain and
repair and the probability of breakdowns was increased.

End of production

By the late 1960s several companies had developed single engined
tractors capable of producing over 100 hp (70 kW), this competition put
the Doe out of production after over 300 had been built.

Legacy

The Triple-D often makes appearances at agricultural fares, rallies and
ploughing days where it is always a crowd favourite, popular due to its
unorthodox build.

Triple-Ds are worth a great deal due to their relative rarity; even un-
restored Does can demand extremely high prices at auction.

| got to thinking the other day. Brian had come over to give me a hand
to adjust the crankshaft bearings on a Fordson E27N. Nothing unusual
in that it's much pleasanter, certainly from my point of view, to be
standing upright, passing tools, shims etc. and turning the crank handle
from time to time to assess ‘resistance’, a skilled technical job, rather
than lying on a cold wet floor in the middle of winter, definitely a blue
collar position. Brian doesn’t believe in new fangled gadgets like
creepers and such, but then that’s his problem.

However | was standing waiting for him to rub the drips of engine oil out
of his eyes, it was too cold for any sweat and actually do something
constructive. | might have taken a seat by this time under the beam of
the radiant heater | have for cold days. | firmly believe in waste not
want not and heating, for Brian, would be a waste! Anyway as | said to
start with | got to thinking about workshops. We all have one; you just
can’t play with old tractors without. They range from a shed without
power or light and certainly no room for a tractor, to an all singing all
dancing fornicoritorium with all mod cons, including some that it
probably really shouldn’t have, like a fridge containing the odd can of
beer etc. The trouble with fridges and beer is that there are to many
Brians in this world — you’ll just never get any work done.

Now Charley is pretty sensible about all this, you will recall Charley and
Brian are a bit like Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde only worse. Charley lives in
a largish house with a detached garage that has a pit and shop area
with a lathe and various other essential bits of kit. He also has a large 3
bay tractor shed well lit with a concrete floor and most importantly locks
on the doors. It is neat and tidy, nothing out of place all very ship shape
and Bristol fashion. He also has the odd Vietnamese Pot Bellied Pig
running about, | think its company for Brian, Charley’s like that.

Now | have to admit to being a bit of a tool-a-holic. | just love them, |
can never get enough and | collect, hoard, acquire them at every
opportunity. An adjustable spanner, a bent screwdriver and an old
knockometer just will not do! This doesn’t mean that spanners must be
In nice shiny sets, no | like old tools as well its quality that matters. Give
me the old British makes, like Britool, Bedford or King Dick (never
mention the latter in front of Brian, he goes all unnecessary)! None of
this cheap foreign rubbish, spanners with elastic jaws that won’t undo a
nut but are only good to remove the corners and take the skin off your
knuckles. By the way I've never believed the theory that 8 or is it 12
point sockets will undo square nuts; not in my experience they won't.
And another thing just remember tractor tools are absolutely no good
for domestic jobs, they just don't fit radiators, washing machines or
anything remotely similar.

They make some good tools across the pond, | don’t have many Snap-
on, actually only two both acquired second hand, but then you know
how much they cost. This brings me to the vexed problem of lending
tools; in a word don’t! Borrow them by all means but don’t lend them,
not even to Brian, in fact especially not to Brian. If Brian wants to
borrow a hexagon 15/16” socket beware! In the first place he dosen’t
mean one 15/16” socket, no, he means the whole rail of ‘AF’ sockets
plus the breaker bar, ratchet and extensions and he’d better have the
Metric and Whitworth rails as well, just in case. Secondly you will never
see them again or if you do you won'’t recognise them, a pipe will have
been slipped onto the breaker bar which will now be a broken bar
having split a few sockets before it finally expired. Several sockets
must have grown legs and run away in terror on hearing the death cries
of their buddies never to be seen again. Brian will pass all this off by
simply saying that he wouldn’t buy cheap tools to save his life and is



very disappointed that you did and that he thinks that you should offer
him some sort of reparation for the pain and injuries your “cheapo” tools
caused him. The truth of the matter is that Brian does not buy tools
period; they are all far too expensive and they all break or get lost so
what'’s the point, no he insists it's far better to borrow!

Anyway, Brian eventually finished removing shims, but you should have
herd him winging while he was adjusting the rear main, which always
seems to take several attempts to get it just right. It is perfectly
acceptable to have a little moan while adjusting the mains and big ends,
not to mention rewiring the bolts and fitting split pins as required, no
torque wrenches here they are tightened by feel or experience, call it
what you will. Those of you who are au fait with this ford engine will
know that it started life in 1917 in the Fordson F. Continued, a little
changed, in the Fordson N from 1929 to 1945 and, with the provision for
fitting a starter motor added, ended its production run in the Fordson
Major of 1952 over a million engines later. You will also know that
adjusting the rear main did not improve at all over this 35 year period.

Charley and | were enjoying a cup of coffee under the radiant heater
discussing a folding machine he had brought with him. Brian had been
sent outside to fetch a couple of sky hooks to assist with the unloading;
it's a heavy beastie. I'm borrowing it to fold some sheet to repair the
mudguards on my 1950 P6 Major. Nice of Charley to lend it to me, but
then he’s sure to demand quid pro quo some time in the future but then
that gives me a bit of time to figure how to keep Brian’s mitts off it,
whatever it is.

Charley and | went on to play with the ignition timing on petrol Barford
Pioneer roller. The magneto had been retrieved on yet another trip to
the seaside from the redoubtable magneto man, you may recall he
featured in an earlier tale. We had tested its efficacy on Brian and by
his reaction had determined that it was indeed in splendid condition. He
went off for a walk or perhaps he had just got the hump anyhow he



made some very impolite comments as he departed, but Charley tells
me he has no time for a bad losers. I'd been having a spot of bother, as
the timing did not stay constant so off came the magneto for inspection.
The half moon key that precisely positions the coupling on the tapered
drive shaft was missing, it probably was even before it went to Burnham
on Crouch and | had just remounted the magneto on its return without
checking it.

The continuing story by Peter Webb telling how a brave decision was
made to seek the “Good Life”

INDIAN SUMMER

When the early Summer arrived and the days lengthened, two glorious
fully grown red May trees burst into flower, contrasting with the snow
white of the Blackthorn hedge alongside Gamekeepers Cottage. The
fruit trees in the orchard flowered and fruit buds set, the pink of the
Bramley, the white of the Pears and the red of the Peaches. It is not
wise to allow young fruit trees to carry much fruit in their first year as the
trees' energy will be all but used up. The idea is that for the first two
years we must do all we can to assist the roots and trunk to establish.
As | mentioned earlier, we are learning the hard way on this
smallholding and one thing we soon discovered was just how
vulnerable young trees are. They must not be allowed to dry out, be
protected from vermin, pruned to the desired shape and sprayed
against bugs and mildew. Our idea of letting the geese have the run of
the orchard soon came to a halt. Geese are primeval birds with
tremendously strong necks and beaks - after grazing on grass pasture
all day, they like nothing better than to chew at a young sapling,
reducing it to shreds in minutes.

All of our 250 trees needed watering in that long hot summer just to
keep them barely alive. For the first two years they need this treatment
as it is recognized that it takes five years for a tree to establish. We
have now finished planting trees on the holding, with some final settings
in the previous Autumn of a dozen sweet Chestnut, some flowering
Cherries and a fine 16' high Walnut tree given to us as a Christmas
present. Sweet Chestnuts are particularly useful trees for farmers as
their nuts can be eaten at Christmas, giving that sweet earthy taste and
flavour. Any surplus can be fed to livestock.

The quick growing timber is very good for stakes and fencing. If the
main trunk is cut off level to the ground when about 4" diameter then
several new stems will grow giving wood suitable for hurdles or gates.

This process is self renewing coppicing and has been practiced by
foresters for centuries. Records go back that Chestnut trees can be
coppiced for a hundred years.

As our ideas gradually take shape around us, so our way of life is being
formed. Because of the animals there is a need for someone to be here
all the time. Our holidays are spent creating our surroundings so we
take time to enjoy them. Just walking our fields, looking for birds nests
and flowers, laughing at the antics of the Indian Runner ducks and
planning for the future crops are now our pleasure and our holidays.

As the fencing is nearing completion, so it allows us to keep different
stock. We do not feel the need to 'get away from it all'. We are content
where we are, doing what we find fulfilling. 'Work is true prayer' so 1 am
told and we have worked as hard as we can to achieve oneness within
a small world.

As the Summer drew on reaching July, the field of Barley reflected the
sun's heat making it almost unbearable to walk yet alone work. By
August it had become the driest Summer since 1976. The crops
stopped growing and so were harvested early in record time and yields.
Our main field gave three tons to the acre with low moisture content.
One afternoon | smelt smoke on the wind and saw that the main road
hedge upwind of us was on fire.. | quickly called the Fire Brigade and
set about the flames, beating them with an old shovel. | tired quickly but
manage to stop the flames spreading to the wheat field. In a short time
our local volunteer fire team arrived from the next village of Tollesbury.
Within minutes the blaze was under control with about 75 yards of
hedge burnt and smouldering. One of the fire fighters, Steve Toy, a
Tollesbury man, said that given a light breeze, a fire could spread
across a field of crops as fast as a man could walk.

Our heavy land cracked to depths of over a foot and much of our time
was spent watering our plantation. Our mature Greengage tree gave an
abundant crop and Mary spent many hours making jam. The ducks
were laying regularly and we were managing to sell surplus eggs to a
local farmer -the money coming in just about covering the total cost of
feed.

| was gradually finding all the machinery that | needed to work the
holding. | bought a four ton tipping Bamford trailer from Sudbury; this
proved a good buy as it had grain side extensions and is grain leak
proof.

All in all, our first full year at Tolleshunt D'Arcy had been an experience
that we shall never forget and would not have missed for the world.
Although we have worked all the hours that God sent, we can see the
result. We did not appreciate at the time but when you buy a derelict
smallholding and you start again from scratch then you rebuild to what
you need and your requirement. When | look at the young trees | feel
that | have put something back into nature and the more | can grow
myself by natural means ensures that | buy less from supermarkets and
their standard uniform bland products. | have a great many plans for the
future and God Willing | may fulfill some of them.

Our greatest possessions are health and faith, hopefully armed with

these we can lead a useful but above all satisfying life style, doing little
harm to anyone or thing and taking little from the World as we go alone.

Thank you Peter for contributing this fascinating insight into how your dream
became reality.
