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 As many of you know one of our longest serving members, John 
Couch, sold up house and home and emigrated to New Zealand. 
 
John stays in contact with the Society, mainly by email and, by 
watching the website which gives him access to news and of 
course, also the latest magazine which is always available on the 
site.   
For a while now I have been asking John to write a few lines for the 
magazine and now we have a report with pictures of the:- 
 
HOROWHENUA VINTAGE MACHINERY CLUB 
                  HARVEST WEEKEND  
Held on 9/10 Feb 2008  
 
Firstly Horowhenua (wh is pronounced as an f) is an area in 
Southern North Island around Levin and, as the site is quite close to 
the mountain ranges they get a little rain during the summer, which 
kept everything green, 10km up the road it was so dry it looked like 
a desert, it has been a very dry year so far. 
 
As you entered the show you walked straight past the stationary 
engines, of which there were many; the first to catch my eye was a 
Gardner petrol engine made in 1908, new to a factory in Auckland, 
then to a dairy farm and finally into preservation, it is rated at 6hp 
and weighs 1.25tons. Running beside this was a Blackstone  hot 
bulb engine running on kerosene, it  was found by the Murray 
Darling river in Australia, brought over and restored, it was running 
well but wanted some work to do as the hot bulb had to be heated 
now and again to keep it running. ( photo. 1.)  
 
Further along the row was a Bentall grain mill grinding wheat and 
then being sieved and made into cakes which were cooked on site 
and available for purchase.  
 
A Wolseley 2, 3.5hp engine of about 1918 was running well all day, 
beautifully restored and mounted on a horse sledge, these engines 
were used for sheep shearing and were dragged from farm to farm, 
apparently better than putting them on wheels (photo 2).

Around the corner there was a mock up of a Victorian kitchen, 
where a lady was making scones and cooking them in an old range 
that was alight in the corner, the flour came from the same Bentall 
mill and the scones were delicious. 
 
There was a 1938 Case tin mill (threshing drum) working in the 
middle of the paddock, driven by a 1956 John Deere 720, the wheat 
was brought from the next paddock on a 1920’s Chevrolet truck 
(photo 3),there was another Chevrolet moving hay bales at the 
other end of the site.  
 
The tractors that weren’t working were arranged in groups instead 
of lines i.e. Fords in a circle here, John Deeres over there , Allis by 
the stationary engines and a large group of IH mainly Farmall’s, this 
arrangement worked well as it made it easier to compare models of 
one make and it broke up the traditional long line which sometimes 
seems to go on for ever, I looked around and think there were over 
200 tractors on site. 
 
In the next paddock there was a team of 4 Clydsdales ploughing , a 
Massey Harris binder at work and an old John Deere combine 
doing a bout now and again with several tractors ploughing. 
 
At the side of another paddock there was 6 rows of maize left  
standing, they had a binder (for want of a better description), cutting 
one row at a time, the stems were then taken up a slope (still held 
upright) between 2 chains, then they were tied into bundles and laid 
down to the left onto a conveyor, when there were enough bundles 
the driver  tripped  the conveyor and ejected the bundles. Very 
impressive considering the maize was over 7 feet tall, but it looked 
like the hard work was about to begin moving the bundles around 
(photo 4) 
 
At the far end of the paddock they had tipped 4 truck and trailer 
loads of mixed top soil and spent 2 days moving it around with the 
various bulldozers they had on site. When I looked at them they had 
a Cat D8 moving the heap, but there was an Oliver OC6 ticking 
over ready to have a go. 
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In the adjoining paddock they were haymaking with a horse drawn 
mower, various pick up bailers, a stationary hay press and an 
unusual New Holland self propelled baler. There was an E27N ford 
with a hay sweep pushing the hay into a heap where a hay jack was 
being used to put the hay into a rick. In the last paddock were 2 
steam engines, a Burrell with a trailer, carrying passengers around 
the field for $2 a time, and a McLaren, which you could steer 
around, again for $2 a time.

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A Hoisting Accident  
 

Submitted by Pat Pawsey 
 
A man was in an accident (work accident, not car accident), so he 
filled out an insurance claim. The insurance company contacted him 
and asked for more information. This was his response: 
 
I am writing in response to your request for additional information 
for block number 3 of the accident reporting form. I put 'poor 
planning' as the cause of my accident. You said in your letter that I 
should explain more fully and I trust the following detail will be 
sufficient. I am an amateur radio operator and on the day of the 
accident, I was Look out below! working alone on the top section of 
my new 80 foot tower. When I had completed my work, I discovered 
that I had, over the course of several trips up the tower, brought up 
about 300 pounds of tools and spare hardware. Rather than carry 
the now un-needed tools and material down by hand, I decided to 
lower the items down in a small barrel by using a pulley, which was 
fortunately attached to the gin pole at the top of the tower. Securing 
the rope at ground level, I went to the top of the tower and loaded 
the tools and material into the barrel. Then I went back to the 
ground and untied the rope, holding it tightly to ensure a slow 
descent of the 300 pounds of tools. You will note in block number 
11 of the accident reporting form that I weigh only 155 pounds. Due 
to my surprise of being jerked off the ground so suddenly, I lost my 
presence of mind and forgot to let go of the rope. Needless to say, I 
proceeded at a rather rapid rate of speed up the side of the tower. 
In the vicinity of the 40 foot level, I met the barrel coming down. 
This explains my fractured skull and broken collarbone. Slowed only 
slightly, I continued my rapid ascent, not stopping until the fingers of 
my right hand were two knuckles deep into the pulley. 
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Fortunately, by this time, I had regained my presence of mind and 
was able to hold onto the rope in spite of my pain. At approximately 
the same time, however, the barrel of tools hit the ground and the 
bottom fell out of the barrel. Devoid of the weight of the tools, the 
barrel now weighed approximately 20 pounds. I refer you again to 
my weight in block number 11. As you might imagine, I began a 
rapid descent down the side of the tower. In the vicinity of the 40 
foot level, I met the barrel coming up. This accounts for the two 
fractured ankles, and the lacerations of my legs and lower body. 
The encounter with the barrel slowed me enough to lessen my 
injuries when I fell onto the pile of tools and, fortunately, only three 
vertebrae were cracked. I am sorry to report, however, that as I lay 
there on the tools, in pain, unable to stand and watching the empty 
barrel 80 feet above me, I again lost my presence of mind. I let go 
of the rope . . …………………………… 
 
 
 
(As much as I would like to tell you that this story is absolutely true, 
in fact it is nearly a century old and very nearly the same version as 
appears here was in a joke book published in 1918.)
